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This session will present materials based in the culture and mathematics of Native American peoples from the Western

and Plains states. Mathematical topics include probability, number theory, transformational geometry, and preservice

elementary and secondary education-related. These materials–both paper and electronic–are classroom-ready, and were

developed and piloted in consultation with American Indian tribes in the Pacific Northwest, Rocky Mountain States and

the Plains. This research is part of an ongoing DUE grant from NSF. (Received August 27, 2004)
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
