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Psychophysicists have produced evidence that humans use invariants to perform face recognition. In practice, however, the

classical differential invariants (of Lie groups acting on manifolds) turn out to be too sensitive to noise. This motivates the

development of a theory of integral invariants. We describe this theory and the results of its implementation. (Received
