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Appalachian State University recently instituted a senior capstone requirement. The Appalachian capstone may take the

form of a thesis, a class, an internship, student teaching, or other experiences. We class tested a one-hour course that

was organized around a series of intertwined themes designed to investigate the interface of mathematics with society,

science, and everyday life. In this talk we will report on the course setup, the reactions of the students, and the benefits

and challenges of teaching a seminar in humanistic mathematics. (Received August 12, 2009)
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
