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Galois groups related to specific iterated Euclidean constructions will be discussed. Iterating the tritangent center

construction of elementary geometry yields a sequence of points in the plane, whose coordinates generate abelian extensions

of the base field defined by the coordinates of the vertices of the initial triangle. The construction is valid over arbitrary

fields of characteristic not 2.
