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The dynamics of asymmetric dispersion between two patches, where the local populations are structured into m-age

classes, are considered. The population in one of the patches is assumed to have age-hierarchical organization and the

local population practices contest competition while the population in the other habitat is not organized and practices

scramble competition. Using analytical and numerical methods,comparison of the two populations (prior to dispersion),

the effects of dispersion on the persistence and extinction of the local and the metapopulation are studied as key parameters

change.
