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Editorial Information

To be published in the Transactions, a paper must be correct, new, nontrivial,
and signi cant. Further, it must be well written and of inter est to a substantial
number of mathematicians. Piecemeal results, such as an inoolusive step toward
an unproved major theorem or a minor variation on a known restt, are in general
not acceptable for publication. Transactions Editors shall solicit and encourage
publication of worthy papers of length exceeding 10 publiskd pages. Published
pages are the same size as those generated in the style lesopided for Ay S-TEX
or A S-IATEX.

As of April 30, 1996, the backlog for this journal was approxmately 6 issues.
This estimate is the result of dividing the number of manuscipts for this journal
in the Providence o ce that have not yet gone to the printer on t he above date by
the average number of articles per issue over the previous ®iwe months, reduced
by the number of issues published in four months (the time neessary for editing
and composing a typical issue).

A Consent to Publish and Copyright Agreement is required befoe a paper will
be published in this journal. By submitting a paper to this jo urnal, authors certify
that the results have not been submitted to nor are they underconsideration for
publication by another journal, conference proceedings, similar publication.

Information for Authors

Initial Submission.  Two copies of the paper should be sent directly to the
appropriate Editor and the author should keep a copy.

The rst page must consist of a descriptive title, followed by an abstract that
summarizes the article in language suitable for workers in the general eld (alge-
bra, analysis, etc.). The descriptive title should be short, but informative; useless
or vague phrases such as \some remarks about" or \concernirigshould be avoided.
The abstract should be at least one complete sentence, and at most 300 ward
Included with the footnotes to the paper, there should be the 1991 Mathemat-
ics Subject Classi cation representing the primary and secondary subjects of the
article. This may be followed by a list of key words and phrasegdescribing the
subject matter of the article and taken from it. A list of clas si cations may be
found in the annual index of Mathematical Reviews published with the December
issue starting in 1990. Journal abbreviations used in biblbgraphies are also listed
in the latest Mathematical Reviewsannual index. The classi cations and the jour-
nal abbreviations are accessible from e-MATH via the World Wde Web through
the URL http : //www.ams.org/committee/publications/mr-info.html or via
FTP to e-math.ams.org (login as anonymousand enter username as password).
The classi cations are available as a browsable list and thgournal abbreviations
are available through a search tool. When the manuscript is sbmitted, authors
should supply the editor with electronic addresses if avadble. These will be printed
after the postal address at the end of each article.

Electronically Prepared Manuscripts. The AMS encourages submission of
electronically prepared manuscripts inAp S-TEX or Apm S-IATEX; properly prepared
electronic manuscripts save the author proofreading time ad move more quickly
through the production process. To this end, the Society hagprepared author pack-
ages for each AMS publication. Author packages include insuctions for preparing
electronic manuscripts, the AMS Author Handbook samples, and a style le that
generates the particular design speci cations of that pubication series for both
AM S-TEX and Ay S-IATEX.



Those authors who make use of these style les from the begining of the writing
process will further reduce their own e orts. Electronically submitted manuscripts
prepared in plain TEX or LATEX are normally not acceptable due to the high amount
of technical time required to insure that the le will run pro perly through the AMS
in-house production system. Users of plain X should have little di culty learning
AM S-TEX, and IATEX users will nd that Ap S-IATEX is the same as ATEX with
additional commands to simplify the typesetting of mathematics.

The author package can also
be obtained free of charge by sending e-mail tpub@ams.ordInternet) or from the
Publication Division, American Mathematical Society, P.O. Box 6248, Providence,
RI1 02940-6248. When requesting an author package, please expfy A\ S-TEX or
Am S-IATEX, Macintosh or IBM (3.5) format, and the publication in whic h your
paper will appear. Please be sure to include your complete miing address.

At the time of submission, authors should indicate if the paper has been prepared
using ApM S-TEX or Ay S-IATEX and provide the Editor with a paper manuscript
that matches the electronic manuscript. The nal version of the electronic man-
uscript should be sent to the Providence o ce immediately after the paper has
been accepted for publication. The author should also sendhe nal version of the
paper manuscript to the Editor, who will forward a copy to the Pr ovidence o ce.
Editors will require authors to send their electronically prepared manuscripts to the
Providence o ce in a timely fashion. Electronically prepared manuscripts can be
sent via e-mail to pub-submit@ams.org (Internet) or on diskette to the Electronic
Prepress Department, American Mathematical Society, P.O. Bx 6248, Providence,
RI 02940-6248. When submitting an electronic manuscript, jease be sure to in-
clude a message indicating in which publication the paper ha been accepted. No
corrections will be accepted electronically. Authors mustmark their changes on
their proof copies and return them to the Providence o ce. Complete instructions
on how to submit les are included in the author package.

Electronic graphics. Figures may be submitted to the AMS in an electronic
format. The AMS recommends that graphics created electrorgally be saved in
Encapsulated PostScript (EPS) format. This includes graphicsoriginated via a
graphics application as well as scanned photographs or othecomputer-generated
images.

If the graphics package used does not support EPS output, the @phics le
should be saved in one of the standard graphics formats|suchas TIFF, PICT, GIF,
etc.|rather than in an application-dependent format. Grap hics les submitted in
an application-dependent format are not likely to be used. N matter what method
was used to produce the graphic, it is necessary to provide agper copy to the AMS.

Authors using graphics packages for the creation of electrtic art should also
avoid the use of any lines thinner than 0.5 points in width. Many graphics packages
allow the user to specify a \hairline" for a very thin line. Hairlines often look
acceptable when proofed on a typical laser printer. Howeverwhen produced on a
high-resolution laser imagesetter, hairlines become nebrinvisible and will be lost
entirely in the nal printing process.

Screens should be set to values between 15% and 85%. Screehictvfall outside
of this range are too light or too dark to print correctly.

Otherwise please indicate a diette format and
postal address to which a disk should be mailedNote: Because EX production
at the AMS sometimes requires extra fonts and macros that arenot yet publicly
available, TEX les cannot be guaranteed to run through the author's version of
TeX without errors. The AMS regrets that it cannot provide supp ort to eliminate
such errors in the author's TEX environment.
